FUNDAMENTALS OF MATHEMATICS I
Math 1350

Math 1350 focuses on concepts of sets, functions, numeration systems, number theory,
and properties of the natural numbers, integers, rational, and real number systems with an emphasis on problem solving and critical thinking.  It is designed to develop relational understanding. Relational understanding, by definition, can not be “shown”.  It is developed out of student exploration and investigation and by developing connections between new knowledge and old knowledge.

Math 1350 is designed specifically for students who seek middle grade (4-8) teacher certification.

Math 1314 is recommended as a prerequisite.

Assignments:

Assignments will be made on a regular basis, and quizzes will be given over assignments and/or class activities.  There are no make-ups for quizzes, or any class activity, and assignments are not accepted late.  If you are not going to be in class, then you may turn your work in to me prior to class or fax your homework to 817-515-7005 prior to the start of class.  Be sure to have my name on your paper or it will not be given to me.  A few quiz/assignment scores will be dropped at the end of the semester before calculating the daily average.

Tests:

There will be 3 major tests.  If one test is missed, then the final exam is substituted for that test grade.  If a second test is missed, then the grade is 0.
Grades:

The semester grade is determined as follows:

1. The three tests count 15% each (total 45%)

2. The daily average counts 10%

3. Two major projects/explorations count 15% each (total 30%)

4. The comprehensive final exam counts 15%

The grading scale is:   90–100 A, 80–89 B, 70–79 C, 60–69 D, 0-59 F
Curriculum:

Tentatively, Test 1 will cover Chapters 1 and 2.  Test 2 will cover Chapters 3 & 4.  Test 3 will cover Chapter 5.

Tutoring:
